On rails: Travel conveniently with the special bear carriage
provided by the Rhaetian Railway. The Arosa railway station is
directly behind the mountain railway valley station.

On wheels: From Chur, it is around 40 minutes up a winding
road. Please note that you cannot drive all the way to the
Arosa Bear Sanctuary.

From Arosa to the Bear Sanctuary: The first section of the
Arosa-Weisshorn cable car takes you directly to the visiting
platform of the Arosa Bear Sanctuary.
